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Executive Summary: 
 

• There are 373 participating law enforcement agencies currently reporting sexual 
assaults. 

 

• There were 5,626 sexual assaults reported in 2004. This is an increase of 3.6 
percent from 2003.

o Forcible fondling comprised of 48.0 percent of reported assaults 
o Forcible rape comprised of 20.2 percent of reported assaults

• In 2003 Wisconsin’s rate of 21.9 forcible rapes per 100,000 inhabitants was the 
lowest among 11 other Midwestern states. 

 
• Approximately one forcible rape is reported every 7 hours, 42 minutes, 40 

seconds. 
 

• In 4.5 percent of all forcible rapes the victims had a physical injury. 
 

• In cases where relation to the victim was reported 88.9 percent of victims knew 
their assailants while 6.4 percent were strangers. 

 

• 19.4 percent of the assailants were related to the victim. 
 

• The victims were predominantly female (84.7 percent) and white (80.2 percent) in 
reported assaults. 

 

• The perpetrators were male (93.4 percent) and white (70.2 percent) for most 
reported sexual assaults. 

 

• 70 percent of victims were under the age of 15. 
 

• The scene of the assault was the victim’s residence 32.7 percent of the time.  
 

• In about 2 percent of the reported cases, the victim reported the use of a firearm, 
knife, blunt object, and/or drug. 

 

• 50 percent of those arrested were referred to criminal or juvenile court.  46.2 
percent of outcomes were unknown at the time of reporting. 
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Introduction 
 
This report represents data on sexual assaults reported to law enforcement agencies in 
Wisconsin.  The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) has collected data on sexual assaults 
as part of the summary Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) program since January 1, 1984.  
Most UCR data is collected as aggregate statistics (monthly totals).  Sexual assault data is 
collected on a case-by-case basis.  Further information about the collection and 
interpretation of this data is found in Appendix A. 
 
Since the 1930’s law enforcement agencies have been reporting on rape and attempted 
rape of females as part of the Federal Bureau of Investigation’s Uniform Crime Reporting 
(UCR) program.  We suspect these data represent an underreporting of rape because it 
only includes those rapes that are reported to police.  Also, the FBI limited its definition 
of rape to include “penis to vagina” penetration or attempted penetration of females.  
Those sex crimes that did not include vaginal penetration were not included.  The 
definitions for the expanded list of sexual crimes included in this report are described in 
Appendix B. 
 
For many years, the UCR program has collected data on forcible rape, defined by the 
UCR program as "the carnal knowledge of a female forcibly and against her will."  
Sexual assault in Wisconsin are mostly reported under sections 940.225 and 948.02 of 
state statutes.  The statutes define four degrees of assault (sexual contact or sexual 
intercourse) between persons of either sex.  This definition is considerably broader than 
the UCR definition of forcible rape.  A copy of the Wisconsin sexual assault statutory 
language is found in Appendix C. 
 
This report will focus on five sexual assault offense types defined by both the national 
and Wisconsin Incident Based Reporting Systems (WIBRS) and one additional assault 
category defined by state statutes and included in the WIBRS for a comprehensive count 
of sexual assaults.  These offense types are: Forcible Rape, Forcible Sodomy, Assault 
with an Object, Forcible Fondling, Statutory Rape, and Ejaculate/Excrete upon Victim.  
A copy of this data collection form is found in Appendix D. 
 
Please note that this report only includes cases determined to be founded (i.e., sufficient 
evidence to proceed).  Reported but unfounded cases are excluded from this report.  In 
order for a case to proceed, law enforcement must meet a self-determined evidentiary 
standard, which establishes that there is probable cause to believe that a crime has 
occurred.  Meeting this standard on the basis of the victim’s report alone may be difficult 
because sexual assault cases (especially less injurious ones) often result in a lack of 
physical evidence.  Therefore, approximately ten percent of sexual assaults reported to 
law enforcement are determined to fall into the category of unfounded.  It is important to 
distinguish unfounded from false cases.  While unfounded cases lack a certain standard of 
evidence, false cases include evidence which proves to the standard of probable cause 
that a crime did not happen.

Sexual Assaults by Time of Day
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The following graph shows the hour of which sexual assaults occurred with the individual hours broken 
down into six hour segments.  Where the time was known many of the incidents occurred between the 
hours of 6pm and midnight.  This time period accounted for 24 percent of all reported offenses.

Law enforcement agencies submit sexual assault data on a monthly basis as part of the Uniform Crime Reports.  If 
there are no assaults to report, a zero report is indicated.  

Table 10 on the following pages shows the actual number of sexual assaults reported by each reporting 
jurisdiction.  County and state totals are summed from these figures.  

The following information is designed to convey the annual incidents reported by showing the relative frequency 
of the offenses.  This method of display does not imply regularity in the reported offenses; rather it represents the 
annual ratio of incidents to fixed time intervals and therefore should be viewed with care.

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APPENDIX A 
DATA COLLECTION AND INTERPRETATION 

 
The assaults described and analyzed in this report are those reported to law enforcement agencies 
for the period of January 1, 2003 to December 31, 2003.  The data are submitted to the Statistical 
Analysis Center (SAC) as part of the monthly UCR report of law enforcement agencies.  Data is 
collected on the Wisconsin Sexual Assault Form which is reproduced in Appendix D.  As with any 
sensitive crime, actual reports of offenses to law enforcement agencies are not totally representative 
of all assaults committed.  Assaults not reported to law enforcement agencies cannot be addressed 
in this report, even though they may be reported to other agencies such as social services or medical 
agencies. 
 
In this report an incident is defined as one assault against one victim.  A series of assaults against 
one person which constitutes one “clear and distinct criminal operation” is counted as one offense.  
An example of an ongoing incident is where an assault situation is repeated over several months or 
years against the same victim. 
 
The data in this report focuses on all reported cases, regardless of the eventual disposition of the 
cases by the law enforcement agency or the court.  The factual accuracy of these reported assaults 
and the circumstances surrounding them have, in a legal sense, not been substantiated. 
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APPENDIX B 
SEXUAL ASSAULT DEFINITIONS 

 
Sexual assaults encompass a wide range of incidents, from violent rapes to less physically 
injurious sexual contact.  While the nature of victim impact connected to an assault is related to a 
number of factors, such as the extent of the victim's trauma, physical injuries, and so forth, these 
are not always easily measured.  The nature of victim impact connected to the assault is also 
defined, to some degree, by the six offense categories utilized in the Uniform Crime Reporting - 
Incident-Based Reporting system, as defined below: 

Forcible Rape: 
The carnal knowledge of a person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will or where the victim 
is incapable of giving consent because of his/her temporary or permanent mental or physical 
incapacity. 
 
Note: If force was used or threatened, the crime should be classified as Forcible Rape regardless 
of the age of the victim.  If no force was used or threatened and the victim was under the statutory 
age of consent, the crime should be classified as Statutory Rape. 

Forcible Sodomy: 
Oral or anal sexual intercourse with another person, forcibly and/or against that person's will or 
where the victim was incapable of giving consent because of his/her youth or temporary or 
permanent mental or physical incapacity. 

Sexual Assault with an Object: 
The use of an object or instrument to unlawfully penetrate, however slightly, the genital or anal 
opening of the body of another person forcibly and/or against that person's will, or where the 
victim was incapable of giving consent because of his/her youth or temporary or permanent 
mental or physical incapacity.  
 
Note:  An "object" or "instrument" is anything used by the offender other than the offender's 
genitalia.  Examples include a finger, bottle, handgun, stick, etc. 

Forcible Fondling: 
The touching of the private body parts of another person for the purpose of sexual gratification, 
forcibly and/or against that person's will, or where the victim was incapable of giving consent 
because of his/her youth or temporary or permanent mental or physical incapacity. 
 
Note:  Forcible Fondling includes "Indecent Liberties" and "Child Molesting."  Although "force" 
may not have been used, offenses may fall into this category because the victim was incapable of 
giving consent, or did not give consent. 

Statutory Rape: 
Non-forcible sexual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of consent.  In 
Wisconsin no unmarried juvenile can give consent to sexual intercourse.  Only when the victim is 
under 16 years of age is intercourse defined as a sexual assault  
 
Note:  Both parties would be offenders and victims in an assault if they are both under age 16. 

Ejaculate/Excrete Upon Victim: 
Intentional penile ejaculation or the emission of urine or feces by the offender upon any part of 
the body of the victim, for the purpose of sexually degrading or sexually humiliating the victim or 
for the purpose of sexually arousing or gratifying the offender. 
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APPENDIX C 
SEXUAL ASSAULT STATUTES 

 
 
940.225 SEXUAL ASSAULT   
 
(1) First Degree Sexual Assault.  Whoever does any of the following is guilty of a Class B felony: 
 
 (a) Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person and 

causes pregnancy or great bodily harm to that person. 
 (b) Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person by use 

or threat of use of a dangerous weapon or any article used of fashioned in a manner to lead the 
victim reasonably to believe it to be a dangerous weapon. 

 (c) Is aided or abetted by one or more other persons and has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with 
another person without consent of that person by use or threat of force or violence. 

 
(2) Second Degree Sexual Assault.  Whoever does any of the following is guilty of a Class C felony: 
 
 (a) Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person by use 

or threat of force or violence. 
 (b) Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with another person without consent of that person and 

causes injury, illness, disease or impairment of a sexual or reproductive organ, or mental anguish 
requiring psychiatric care for the victim. 

 (c) Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who suffers from a mental illness or 
deficiency which renders that person temporarily or permanently incapable or appraising the 
person's conduct, and the defendant knows of such condition. 

 (d) Has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who the defendant knows is unconscious. 
 (f) Is aided or abetted by one or more other persons and has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with 

another person without the consent of that person. 
 (g) Is an employe of a facility or program under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k) and has sexual contact 

or sexual intercourse with a person who is a patient or resident of the facility or program. 
 
(3) Third Degree Sexual Assault.  Whoever has sexual intercourse with a person without the consent of that 

person is guilty of a Class G felony. Whoever has sexual contact in the manner described in sub. (5) (b) 2. 
with a person without the consent of that person is guilty of a Class G felony. 

 
(3m)  Fourth Degree Sexual Assault.  Except as provided in sub. (3), whoever has sexual contact with a person 

without the consent of that person is guilty of a Class A misdemeanor. 
 
(4) Consent.  "Consent," as used in this section, means words or overt actions by a person who is competent to 

give informed consent indicating a freely given agreement to have sexual intercourse or sexual contact.  
Consent is not an issue in alleged violations of sub. (2)(c), (d), and (g).  The following persons are 
presumed incapable of consent but the presumption may be rebutted by competent evidence, subject to the 
provisions of s. 972.11(2). 

 
 (b) A person suffering from a mental illness or defect which impairs capacity to appraise personal 

conduct. 
 (c) A person who is unconscious or for any other reason is physically unable to communicate 

unwillingness to an act. 
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(5) Definitions.  In this section: 
 
 (ag)  “Inpatient facility” has the meaning designated in s. 51.01 (10). 
 (am) “Patient” means any person who does any of the following: 
 1. Receives care or treatment from a facility or program under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k), from 

an employe of a facility or program or from a person providing services under contract with a 
facility or program. 

 2. Arrives at a facility or program under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k) for the purpose of receiving 
care or treatment from a facility or program under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k), from an employe 
of a facility or program under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k), or from a person providing services 
under contract with a facility or program under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k). 

 
 (ar) “Resident” means any person who resides in a facility under s. 940.295 (2)(b), (c), (h) or (k) 
 (b) "Sexual contact" means any of the following: 
 1. Intentional touching by the complainant or defendant, either directly or through clothing by the use 

of any body part or object, of the complainant’s or defendant’s intimate parts if that intentional 
touching is either for the purpose of sexually degrading; or for the purpose of sexually humiliating 
the complainant or sexually arousing or gratifying the defendant or if the touching contains the 
elements of actual or attempted battery under s. 940.19 (1). 

 2. Intentional penile ejaculation of ejaculate or intentional emission of urine or feces by the defendant 
upon any part of the body clothed or unclothed of the complainant if that ejaculation or emission is 
either for the purpose of sexually degrading or sexually humiliating the complainant or for the 
purpose of sexual arousing or gratifying the defendant. 

 (c) "Sexual intercourse" includes the meaning assigned under s.939.22 (36) as well a cunnilingus, 
fellatio or anal intercourse between persons or any other intrusion, however slight, of any part of a 
person's body or of any object into the genital or any opening either by the defendant or upon the 
defendant's instruction.  The emission of semen is not required. 

 (d) “State Treatment Facility” has the meaning designated in s. 51.01 (15). 
 
(6) Marriage Not a Bar to Prosecution.  A defendant shall not be presumed to be incapable of violating this 

section because of marriage to the complainant. 
 
(7) Death of Victim.  This section applies whether a victim is dead or alive at the time of the sexual contact or 

sexual intercourse. 
 
948.02 SEXUAL ASSAULT OF A CHILD 
 
(1) First Degree Sexual Assault.  Whoever has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who has not 

attained the age of 13 years is guilty of a Class B felony. 
 
(2) Second Degree Sexual Assault.  Whoever has sexual contact or sexual intercourse with a person who has 

not attained the age of 16 years is guilty of a Class C felony.
